REQUIRED FINANCIAL DOCUMENTATION

A student visa requires you to prove you have
adequate funds to complete your study abroad
program. Please consult this listof acceptable
forms of financial documentation for the Certificate

of Eligibility/I-20 application. Your financial
documents should show you have enough funding
to cover the cost of tuition for the upcoming
academic semester (or the upcoming academic year
if you plan to study at Temple for 2 semesters).
You should also have enough funding for living
expenses such as housing, transportation, food,
books, and health insurance.
